Location: 2012 Utah Winter Games will be held at the County Ice Center, located at 5201 S. Murray Park Lane, Murray, UT 84107.  This is approximately 5.5 miles south and east of downtown Salt Lake City.  The enclosed ice surface is 100’ by 200’ with slightly rounded corners.  Dressing rooms will be available to skaters. There is no charge to watch the competition events.
Eligibility: 2012 Utah Winter Games is open to all skaters who are current members of U.S. Figure Skating at the time of the event (including Basic Skills memberships) and residents of the state of Utah.  Test qualifications will be effective as of the closing date of entries.  Age as of January 8, 2012 shall determine eligibility in categories where age is a determining factor. 
Sanction: 2012 Utah Winter Games is sanctioned by U.S. Figure Skating.  The competition will be conducted in accordance with the rules of U.S. Figure Skating, as defined in the 2011-2012 U.S. Figure Skating rulebook, except as otherwise stated in this announcement. 

Competition Events: 2012 Utah Winter Games competition events include: Freeskate, artistic/dramatic, showcase, and Survivor compulsory-type events.  The skater may skate one level above his or her current level based on tests passed as of the close of entries.

Entries:
Two or more entries in a category will constitute an event. Where there is only one skater entered in an event, the skater may choose to skate for a medal or a refund will be made. In Accordance with 3047 in the 2011-2012  Rulebook, if a skater withdraws from an event the day of the competition, remaining skater(s) will be given the option to skate for a medal or a refund will be given.  In free skate pre-juvenile and lower free skate and adult free skate events groups may be divided by age.  In all artistic events, adult interpretive events, and all survivor events groups may be divided or combined by age or sex at the discretion of the Chief Referee. Entrants may skate one level above that for which they are qualified.  Event eligibility is based on test status as of the entry deadline.  There are no final rounds. Skaters will not be allowed to practice or compete until all payments are current.
If entering by mail, all forms and fees must be postmarked by January 8, 2012.

Online entry with secure credit card (Visa, Mastercard or Discover) payment is available at:

www.murraysilverblades.org.  On line entry must be completed by midnight on January 8, 2012.

Notification of competition and practice ice times will not be available by phone, mail or email. Skater and Coaches schedules will be only be available online at wwwmurraysilverblades.org.

Late entries may only be accepted with the approval of the Referee and the Competition Chairperson, and will require a $25 late entry fee. The Planned Program Content form must be completed online (http://www.usfsaonline.org) by January 8, 2012 to avoid a $10 late fee.

Using Online Entry:

Each skater entry is a step by step process of adding club and coach information, skating level, events, practice ice sessions and any other merchandise to the shopping cart. When online entry is complete and payment is made via credit card, an email is automatically sent confirming the entry. Additionally, an email is sent to the skater's primary coach and home club when a skater's entry is processed. These emails have a link embedded in them. The receiver must click that link to be taken to an "Approval" page in our system. If the receiver clicks the "I approve" button in that page, the system records the approval. Skaters who do not receive approvals from their club and coach will not be able to compete. Therefore, it is vital that the club officer and primary coach follow this procedure to approve the skater entry. Your credit card statement will show a charge to Entryeeze, LLC.
Event Schedule:  A tentative schedule of events will be posted online at www.murraysilverblades.org as soon as it is available. Competitors must be available to compete any time Friday, February 3, 2012 and Saturday, February 4, 2012 (depending on final scheduling).  Tentative competition times and practice ice times will be available online at www.murraysilverblades.org. All skaters should confirm their event time at the registration desk.

Late Entries: Entries submitted online after midnight on January 8, 2012 will be considered late, and will be accepted at the discretion of the Referee and Competition Chairperson, and subject to a $25 late fee.
Refunds: In accordance with Rule 3047 in the 2011-2012 Rulebook, once entries have closed, entry fees are only refundable if the competition is not held.
Registration:  The registration desk will be located in the lobby of the arena, and will be open during the competition and during day-of-competition practice ice.  Skaters should check in at the registration desk one hour prior to their scheduled event. The referee may begin any competition event up to 30 minutes early.

Official Notices:  The official schedule showing starting times for each event and the draw will be posted in the arena.  The official schedule supersedes all other schedules.  Notices posted on the official competition bulletin board are considered as sufficient notice to all competitors. The posted web schedule is tentative and subject to change.

Referee: The decision of the Referee on all matters will be final.  The Referee, along with the competition chair, shall have the right to exclude any person whose behavior is unruly or unsportsmanlike.  
*2013 National State Games of America: Utah Medalists placing 1st through 3rd at 2012 Utah Winter Games are eligible to represent the State of Utah and compete at the 2013 National State Games of America.  Dates, location and details to be announced.  Survivor event competitors do not qualify for State Games.

Judging: The ISU Judging System will be used for all Intermediate, Novice, Junior, and Senior Combined events, Juvenile/Open Juvenile Free Skate and Adult Gold and Adult Masters Free Skate events. Skaters in IJS events must complete a Program Content Form online. This form is found at www.usfsaonline.org – login and under Event Registration click Online Event reg., then click Event Manager, and choose Program Content. Scroll down to 2012 Utah Winter Games and click Add New Form.  Then fill in the information on the form. The 6.0 System will be used to judge all other events.


Music: All competitors must provide their own music on CD (No CD-RWs, DVD-R or mini discs allowed).  Each CD must be clearly labeled with the skater’s name, event, side to be played, and length of program.  There must be only one program on a CD, with no more than a 5 second lead in.  Please bring two copies of each CD, in case a backup is needed.   Music must be turned in at the registration desk one hour prior to the event to be skated and picked up following the event.  Murray Silver Blades FSC is not responsible for any music not picked up by the end of the competition.
Safety Rules For Props:  For safety reasons the following props are not permitted, live animals, balloons, candles, white feather boas, feathers, fog, dry ice, power cords, all types of glass, and power driven items.  If props are used, they must be removed in one minute of program completion and be able to be carried on and off the ice in one trip by the skater(s). No assistance is allowed.  Violations will be penalized 0.2 for each 5 seconds excess time or for assistance. The use of any prop may be denied at the discretion of the Referee and/or competition committee.

Practice Ice:  Twenty (20) minute practice ice sessions are available for $10 each, beginning Thursday, February 2, 2012.  Reservations for practice ice must be made and paid for in advance on the Entryeeze website.  Skaters may sign up for up to two sessions per event entered.  No refunds will be issued for skaters who do not skate their reserved session.  A practice ice schedule will be posted online at www.murraysilverblades.org as soon as it is available. Music will not be played at any practice session. 

Dressing Rooms:  Dressing rooms are unsupervised. Please bring skate guards and do not leave valuables unattended.  Neither Murray Silver Blades FSC nor the County Ice Center will be responsible for missing valuables.

Awards:  Awards will be presented immediately following the posting of the results for each event.  Awards will be given for first through fourth places in each event.  Basic Skills skaters in 5th place and below will receive a participation ribbon. Intermediate – Senior short and long program are combined events. Awards will not be given for short program results.
Videotaping and Photography:  Professional videotaping and action photographs will be available for purchase.  All awards, or medals will be presented by group, following posting of scores. NO FLASH PHOTOGRAPHY is allowed in the rink area during competition. Flash photography is dangerous to the skaters!  The competition committee reserves the right to remove anyone from the rink who ignores requests and warnings regarding the use of flash photography.  In addition, there will be no personal videotaping of other competitors during the competition. Awards photos are optional - a podium will be available for personal or group photographs.  
Competition Souvenirs: Official competition sweatshirts, flowers and other items will be available for purchase during the competition.   

Coach Registration: In accordance with current rules, all coaches participating in this event must be: 

* Declared as a skater’s coach during the registration process 

* A current member of U.S. Figure Skating 

* Current with their Coach Registration with U.S. Figure Skating.  For more information on the registration   process, please visit www.usfigureskating.org 

* Listed as Coaches Education Requirement (CER) Category A or B compliant for 2011-2012 

* Current with appropriate level of insurance 

MSBFSC will provide all cleared coaches with a credential for the competition.  Every coach in attendance will be required to check in at the registration table and must show a photo I.D. to receive their credential. We strongly recommend that all coaches also bring any registration confirmation materials. Any coach who is not on the cleared list we have available from U.S. Figure Skating will be required to show proof of membership with U.S. Figure Skating, a Coaches Registration card, proof of CER compliance, as well as their photo I.D. 

Coaches must wear their badge at all times when coaching skaters at rink side of a sanctioned competition. Monitors will be instructed to ensure that anyone standing rink side has their credential.  Coaches who are under 18 years of age and who only have Basic Skills students are exempted from this requirement.

Adult Silver:  Open to skaters 21 and over as of close of entries who have passed at least the U. S. Figure Skating Adult Bronze Free skate Test, but no higher than the U. S. Figure Skating Pre-Juvenile or the Adult Silver Free skate Test.  Program Duration -2 Minutes 10 Seconds Maximum.  Programs in accordance with 4580 in the 2011-2012 Rulebook.  Vocal music is allowed.

Adult Gold:  Open to skaters 21 and over as of close of entries who have passed at least the U. S. Figure Skating Adult Silver Free skate test or the U.S Figure Skating Pre-Juvenile Free skate test , but no higher than the U.S. Figure Skating Adult Gold Free skate test or U.S. Figure Skating Juvenile Free skate test..  Program Duration-2 Minutes 40 Seconds Maximum.  Programs in accordance with 4570 in the 2011-2012 Rulebook.  
Adult Masters - Open to skaters 21 and over as of close of entries who have passed at least the U.S. Figure Skating Adult Gold Free skate test or the U.S. Figure Skating Juvenile Free skate test.  Programs durations and programs in accordance with 4520-4560 in the 2011-2012 Rulebook.

ADULT AND MASTERS INTERPRETIVE EVENTS

Open to skaters 21 and over as of close of entries. Categories will be created as needed depending on entrants.  Groups may be combined at the referee's discretion. Program Duration-1:40 Minutes Maximum.  Programs in accordance with 3811 (Masters) or 3821 (Adult) in the 2011-2012 Rulebook.  Competition events will be held in interpretive artistic/dramatic and interpretive light entertainment/comedy categories.
ARTISTIC/DRAMATIC - ALL LEVELS

This event is to be skated as a rhythmic interpretation of the music selected by the skater, vocal or instrumental music may be used.  Qualifications to compete in a given level are the same as the requirements for the same free skate level.  One mark will be awarded based on the program components as described in the Rulebook.  Any jumps, spins, and footwork sequences incorporated into the program should be to enhance the above components.  Base value and difficulty level of technical elements will not be a consideration in assigning the final mark. Novelty effects, such as lip synching or dancing in place, are not desirable.  Costumes should be in accordance with U.S. Figure Skating rules. At the discretion of the referee, groups may be combined and/or divided.
Program duration (no minimum requirement): 

No Test, Limited Beginner, Beginner through Pre-Juvenile - 1:40 minutes maximum

Juvenile through Novice
- 2:10 minutes maximum

Junior and Senior - 2:40 minutes maximum

Basic Skills Snowplow Sam – Basic 8 – 1:00 (+/- 10 seconds), Free skate1- 6 – 1:30 (+/- 10 seconds)

Showcase - All Levels

These events are designed to portray a character or theme through the use of music and costume.
One mark will be awarded based on the following criteria:

1) Entertainment value:  This principal element is comprised of showmanship, artistic, and theatrical qualities, and audience appeal.

2) Music and Choreography:  The performance must fit the music.  The routine should use the full ice surface with the skating elements reflecting musical interpretation.  Creativity and originality will be credited.

3) Skating: Skating elements should carry out the mood of the music/choreography and will be judged on how they enhance the performance and interpretation of the music.  Difficulty of moves/elements will not be a factor. Choreography and skating ability should be consistent with the skating level entered.

4) Costumes and Props:  Costumes and props should reflect the music and must be appropriate for the performance and age of the skater.  A prop must be incorporated into the performance and not just scenery. Props must be carried on and off the ice in one trip by the skater within one minute. For safety reasons the following props are not permitted, but are not limited to, live animals, balloons, candles, feather boas, feathers, fog, dry ice, power cords, all types of glass, and power driven items.  If insufficient entries are received, levels may be combined at the discretion of the referee.

No Test, Limited Beginner, Beginner through Pre-Juvenile - 1:40 minutes maximum

Juvenile through Novice
- 2:10 minutes maximum

Junior and Senior - 2:40 minutes maximum

SURVIVOR EVENT
Note: timed event

Skaters in each level will compete to see who can hold the longest spiral, spin, and landing position. An overall winner will be determined at each level by adding “duration of spiral in seconds” + “duration of spin in seconds” + “duration of landing position in seconds.” The skater with the highest total wins. Events will not be divided by gender. 

Competitors will skate one at a time (all elements) and will be timed by two officials with stopwatches. The official time will be the average of the two officials’ recorded times. 
Spirals: Timing will begin when the free leg reaches a parallel position and will stop when it falls below parallel, except basic level where the attempt of the parallel position will be considered. No change of foot is allowed. Proper edge must be maintained in levels Preliminary and higher or no credit will be given for the spiral. Intermediate/Novice and Junior/Senior may change edge up to one time only. 
Spins may change feet up to one time only. Change of position is optional for Preliminary and higher. Timing of the spin will begin when the skater steps on the spinning foot and will end when the skater steps or checks out of the spin, puts a foot down (without executing change of foot), or falls. 
Jumps will be timed beginning at the attainment of an acceptable one foot landing position and will stop when the landing position breaks by putting a foot down, stepping out or falling.
